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      John Monroe, Lamar County 

Soil and Water Conservationist, and 

Lance Middleton, of the USDA, 

were welcomed speakers at the July 

2 Pinebelt Master Gardener meet-

ing.  Mr. Monroe informed mem-

bers of the Pollinator Project in 

Lamar County.   

     The program is a hands-on edu-

cational program which encourages 

habitat for bees, hummingbirds, 

birds, moths, bats and other helpful 

insects.   

     The program began with one 5ô 

X 20ô bed behind the County office.  

Now it has grown to 4 beds.   Pine-

belt Master Gardener, Leigh Ann 

Gray helped design the beds and 

select the plants for the beds to at-

tract  birds and insects.   

    The goal is to develop one bed 

for each of the 20 Lamar County 

school campuses.  Now 8 schools 

are participating. 

    The purpose of the Pollinator 

Project is to recognize the impor-

tance of pollinators by establishing 

flower beds that benefit pollinators, 

utilize beds to create public aware-

ness, and provide funding to partici-

pating schools.   

     The Wildlife Commission pro-

vided free seeds for the project, 

Waterflow Productions provided 

help, and Pinebelt Industries built 

and contributed bird houses. 

     With the $500.00 budgeted for 

the project, flowers and mulch were 

purchased, as well as birdbaths.  

Twenty different types of plants are  

used in the beds including salvia, 

strawflower, azalea, zinnia, yarrow, 

sunflowers and coneflowers.   

     The 20 Lamar County schools 

were allotted $100.00 in plants and 

seeds to create planting beds. 

Pinebelt Master Gardener, Cheryl 

White, worked to create the plant-

ing beds at Oak Grove school.  

    Five $1000.00 community grants 

are also offered in Lamar County.
