    The Lamar County Fall Garden 
Day was a huge success.  Over 90 
people attended the event.  Along 
with the Pinebelt Master Gardeners, 
seven vendors displayed and sold 
their plants and lawn ornaments.    
Those attending had the opportu-
nity to buy raffle tickets for several 
great prizes.   
    Melleen Moore was the Mistress 
of Ceremonies. She introduced the 
first speaker, Dr. Kerry Johnson,  
who spoke about Hydrangeas for 
Southern Gardens.  He emphasized 
5 of the 23 most common species 
and discussed where to plant hy-
drangeas, when and how to prune, 
and diseases. 
     Donna Belich spoke to the group 
on composting.  She talked about 
the two methods of composting, 
cold/slow, which include sheet, 
trench, cold bin, heap, and vermi-
compost.  She explained that any-
thing that was once a plant can be 
composted.  Successful composting 
needs brown material for carbon 
and green material for nitrogen.  

The other method of composting is 
hot/fast, which consists of building a  
3 cubit yard compost frame or a 5 
cubit yard frame, blending in small 
particle sized carbon and nitrogen 
materials, adding moisture, and 
turning.  Decomposting organisms 
such as earthworms, bacterial and 
millipedes are then added.  The 
best environment is moisture, aera-
tion, pile temperature, and material 
particle size.  
    Outdoor bins should be in a 
shady location, near a water 
source, and convenient to the use 
area.  It takes about 120-150 days 
for the compost to be ready.  It will 
be dark in color, have an earthy 
smell and no longer see plant parti-
cles.  
     Dr. Mengmeng Gu spoke on 
Heat Tolerant Plants.  She sug-
gested many plants for the center-
piece of the garden, such as hibis-
cus, and delphinium.  For  interme-
diate plants she suggested, anelo-
nia,        (cont.pg.

Plant  

Plant shrubs and trees after soil cools. 

Plant summer blooming perennials: Iris, Daylily, and Daisies. 

Plant winter and spring annuals: Pansy, Pinks, Flowering Cabbage and Kale. 

Root Rose cuttings. 

Water  

Water all newly planted trees and plants regularly. 

Prune  

Remove dead limbs and prune evergreen shrubs. 

Cut off tops of brown perennials, leave roots in the soil. 

Do Not Prune  

Spring flowering shrubs such as Azaleas, Hydrangeas, Mock Orange, Spirea, and Flowering  

       Quince because flowers buds are already forming. 

Delay pruning of most trees and shrubs until February since any new growth stimulated by  

        pruning may be killed by a sudden freeze. 

Miscellaneous  

Put leaves and spent annuals into compost bin. 

Add Mulch to your garden and all ornamental beds for winter protection. 

Repair and sharpen garden tools, store with light coat of oil to prevent rusting. 

Build bird feeders and houses. 

In Bloom  

Impatiens, Cannas, Roses, Witch Hazel, Gerber Daisies, Sweet Olive, Camellias, Sasanquas, Japa-
